The six most authentic books of Hadith, which are: Al-Bukhari, Muslim, Abd
Dawad, At-Tirmidhi, An-Nasa'i, and Ibn Majah.

The two most authentic books of Hadith: Al-Bukhar and Muslim.

The book which contains all kinds of Ahadith regarding Islam, such as Al-Jami*
At-Tirmidhi.

The book which consists of Ahadith in accordance with the chapters of Figh
(Islamic laws), such as Sunan Abi Dawad.

Same as above, except that it also contains Ahadith Mawqufah and Magtu‘ah.
Same as Al-Muwatta’, such as Musannaf of Ibn Abi Shaybah.

The book which contains Ahadith in the order of companions, such as Musnad
Ahmad.

The book which contains Ahadith in the order of teachers, such as Al-Mu‘jam
At-Tabrani.

The book which contains Ahadith regarding a single issue, such as Juz Al-
Qira’ah of Al-Bukhari.

The book which contains Ahadith reported by a single individual.

The book which contains Ahadith uniquely reported by a student from his
teachers.

The book which consists of Ahadith reported from another book, but with
different Sanad, such as Mustakhraj Abi ‘Awanah.

The book which contains Ahadith that are reported according to the condition
of another Hadith book, such as Mustadrak Al-Hakim.

Mahfiz — &isa
A Hadith which is the opposite of a Shadh.

Munkar - Sia
A Hadith which is narrated by a weak narrator, and whose narration goes against another authentic Hadith.

Mu'‘dal - Juaza
A Hadith whose narrator
omits two or more
consecutive reporters in
the Isnad.

Ma'raf - <ig
A Hadith which is the opposite of a Munkar.

Mu‘allal - Jlze
A Hadith which has a hidden reason that affects the accuracy of Hadith.

Mungqati‘ — akiis
A Hadith whose link

Mudtarab — ke
A Hadith whose Sanad or text has such difference that it cannot be solved by preferring and comparing.

Magqliib - <siie
A Hadith whose Sanad or text is switched unintentionally.

Mu‘allag - (i
A Hadith whose narrator
omits one or all narrators
from the beginning.

Mushaf — cisaa
A Hadith whose text is changed due to the misplacement of dots or vowels.

Mudraj — g
An addition by a narrator to the text of the Hadith being narrated.

Mudallas — oalae
A Hadith whose narrator
omits his teacher's name
or the teacher's teacher's
name.
